The morning of Saturday, Sept. 13, will be rcserved as a special practice
session during which Pr, Olds will be availabie to help necophyte terminal uscrs,
The first lecture will deal with usc of the system and the programs alrcady
available. The second lacturc will be an introduction to BASIC, a simple com=
puter language, for those who will be writing programs of their own.

Guidelines for use of the time=-sharing terminal

The Objective

Our terminal is supported by an #SF grant obtaincd thru the Southern Regional
Education Board., It is the purposc of this project to study the effect and
effectiveness of a terminal in the academic and rescarch program of a small
college. We ask your cooperation in developing and documenting its uscs.
During the two-yecar period of the grant, we should take an active cxperimental
approach to the terminal. This is the time to discover and test possible uses
and to find just what parts, if any, of our program can be improved by its usc,
Usage is free for all academic projects at Wofford, although charges must be
made for sponsored research and for administrative uses.

The Procedure

Government funds may imply government control, At lcast we must keep the re-

cords required to fullfill the cxperimental goals of the grant. Each uscr

must:

a. Obtain a personal ID code from Dr. O0lds and use this as the last three
cnaracgers of his user number cach time he uscs the terminal.

b. Classify cach of his uses into onc of the subject matter areas posted at
the terminal and usc the corresponding user number as a prefix to his IE
code.,

c. Sign the log book every term (including the Interim), once for cach coursc
or project in which he makes usc of the terminal.

The steps for contacting the computer are:

a., Using the telephone, dial the computer number listed on the terminal,
This initiates a DBD call and the operator will ask you for your number,
Give the onc listed on the telephone dial.,

b. The computer, i available, will answer the call with a 'becp'', UWhen you
hcar this, push the "ORIG'" button on the teletyre unit, This unit auto-
matically gives its identificotion code and you may hang up the telephone,

¢. When requested, type in your uscr number (by which we will be billed and
other information about your problem.

d. When you have finished working, type "BYE'" followcd by a carriage rceturn,
This will cause a message to bec printed out giving the time and then the
computer will turn off the tceletype and hang up.

Schedule Sheet

A schcdule sheet will be posted on the Computer Cenier door -each Friday. Prior
to posting, certain class or lab times may be reserved, (Arrange for this thru
Dr, 0lds) An individual may reserve up to onec hour per day by writing his name
in the appropriate spaces. Sign~up for priority, but come in any time the
terminal is free, Use the terminal when you reserve it, Your reservation may
have turned somecne elsce away.
