The teletype terminal has been modificd slightly so that it no lenser responds
te incouing calls and can no longer be shut—off by the computer. For this reason,
it will be necessary for the user to press the "CLEAR" button after typing "BYE."
This arrangement has been made under a new Scuthern Bell tariff rate and will save
sone money.

The table below presents a comparison of usage figures for the periods
Veb, -~ May 1970 and Feb. - May 1971.
